e Expresses a commitment to and a strong potential for success in future pursuit
of a Ph.D.

e Experienced educational barriers to their academic progress, or who express a
commitment to address the barriers that prevent participation of students from
underrepresented groups in graduate academic programs.

e Experienced situations or conditions that impacted their education
advancement (e.g. the absence of a role model in your field of study, absence
of a family member who received a four-year college degree or graduation
from high school with poor financial or curricular support).

e Demonstrates leadership potential to address the issues of underrepresentation
of domestic minorities in postsecondary education.

e Possesses the potential to gain the personal and multicultural competency skills
necessary to address the needs of a diverse State and global community
through advanced education and research.
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Awardee Eligibility:

This program is only open to U.S. citizens or permanent residents, or to students who
hold AB540 status or believe they are eligible under this program. Student awardees
must express a clear commitment to earning a doctoral degree. They must be full-
time enrolled and have a minimum 3.0 cumulative GPA. Awardees experience
and commit to all components of a 7-week residential summer research program,
which includes a slate of weekly workshops, upwards of 35 hours per week of
research, and several social and networking events.
